Highlighting a Community Partner - WEAVE

WEAVE (Women Escaping a Violent Environment) has grown from a small,
grassroots organization to a nationally recognized leader in the domestic violence
and sexual assault movements. WEAVE has been honored for its efforts by many
organizations, including the Nonprofit Resource Center, the U.S. Department of
Justice, the Governor of California, the Human Rights Fair Housing Commission, the
Attorney General, the FBI, and a former President of the United States.

Learning about the Family Justice Center model a number years ago, WEAVE’s CEO
and Executive Director, Beth Hassett, mentioned to Assistant Chief Deputy District
Attorney Paul Durenberger (now Vice Chair of FJC’'s Board) she thought Sacramento
needed an FJC, which makes Beth and WEAVE one of our earliest supporters.

WEAVE has been an excellent and supportive partner. To illustrate: a woman came
into the FIC late on a Friday afternoon with her two children, seeking a restraining
order. They’'d just left a violent home with nothing but the clothes they were
wearing. All three were clearly exhausted and traumatized, so the first thing our
Caseworker did was call WEAVE to ask if they could make room for this family in
their Safe House. Without hesitation, they did just that. By the time they returned
to the FIC the next week, they were well rested, able to focus and extremely
grateful for the invitation to return to WEAVE's Safe House until they could find a
way to get back on their feet.

Because domestic violence, elder abuse, human trafficking and sexual assault are so
prevalent, there is much for all of us to do. When we all collaborate, rather than
compete, it’s the victims who benefit.

Thank you, WEAVE, for all your good work and for being such a great partner!
